Public Contact
       ______ (1) As a volunteer, you are required to wear and display a Volunteer key badge designating your
           status as a Volunteer, no exceptions.  
a)  Volunteers will be asked to trade their car keys (or other form of collateral) in exchange for the cage keys/volunteer tag, as too many have accidentally been taken home in the past.

______ (2) All questions, comments, and concerns from volunteers or the public regarding the LCDK’s 
            animals and operations are to be directed to a LCDK employee.

______ (3) Your help is appreciated, but you are a guest, you do not represent the LCDK; so, public 

           interaction while performing voluntary tasks is not allowed. Please direct visitors to an employee. 
Article II
Facilities
______ (1) As a volunteer, your duties and responsibilities do not entail lobby or any LCDK operations.  


    This will be strictly enforced.

a) All volunteers may use the restrooms and entrance located in the lobby, but may not loiter in the lobby.
b) Purses, bags, coats, etc., should be kept with you or left in your car, as LCDK cannot, and will not be responsible for any lost, damaged, or stolen items.
______ (2) No volunteers are allowed in Employee Only marked areas.
______ (3) All Volunteers are to park in the front parking lot (near the road) to leave the door area open
            for guests.
______ (4) Administration of, or access to all logs, records, and files are restricted to LCDK


            employees only.
Article III
Animal Care
______ (1) As a volunteer, you are allowed to water, walk, wash and brush the dogs, and clean their


kennels, per the discretion of LCDK employees.
a) Under no circumstances does this apply to dogs that the Warden has deemed off limits! Dogs with orange “caution signs” on cage are to have ZERO CONTACT.  This is for your safety.
______ (2) Dogs that are still in their holding period are not to be taken out for walks!
a) They can be taken out in the fenced areas and in the play room for interaction, but not outside of the fenced areas on a leash where they can potentially get loose.
______ (3) Dog on dog introductions are to be conducted by employees only!

*** ______ Any Volunteer that violates this Policy will be subjected to a warning; and can or will result in your voluntary status being rescinded until further notice.
